CONDITIONS FOR GINNERY BUILDING/
EXPANSION

An applicant applying for erection/ expansion of a ginnery must be the owner of
the ginnery t. Proof of hiring/leasing or ownership must be shown.

A detailed feasibility study of the proposed said project must be submitted.

A ginnery to be erected shall be new, certified by a competent Quality Standard
Authority in Tanzania.

The erection of the ginnery concerned must be inspected and approved by the
Board's Ginnery Inspectors on completion.

The applicant must be a member of Tanzania Cotton Association and not
blacklisted by any local or international recognized institutions.

It is the responsibility of the ginner to cause the Inspectors from the Board to
inspect and certify the ginnery for issuance of a ginning licence.

No ginner shall operate a ginnery without a valid ginning licence for the
respective season.

Holders of ginning licences shall be bound to observe the rules and regulations
governing the operation of ginnery.

The ginning license issued shall be valid from the 1 June instant to 31%' March
the following year, subject to renewal by the Board.
